The paragraphs continue from here and are only separated by headings, subheadings, images and formulae. The section headings are arranged by numbers, bold and 10 pt. Here follows further instructions for authors. Line spacing should be 1.15.
Margin should be 1” for top,1” for bottom, 1” for left and 1” for right for the first page and top, bottom, left and right should be 1” for all other pages.
1.2. Tables

All tables must have numbers written in regular numbers (like 1, 2, 3). Put titles on top of tables and make sure they're in the center. Leave a blank line between the title and the table. Only use straight lines inside tables to show where columns start and end. Also, add lines right above and below the table. Tables should be part of the text, not separate. Here's an example that might help authors. Tables should have a font size of 8 points.

1.3 Figure

All figures, diagrams, graphs, and sketches in your paper should be labeled with regular numbers (1, 2,...n). Line drawings must be of high quality, either scanned well or produced electronically. Poor-quality scans won't be accepted. Embed figures into the text, don't send them separately. Ensure that all lettering and symbols are clearly explained either in the caption or in a legend included in the figure. Place figures at the top or bottom of a page whenever feasible, as near as possible to where they are first mentioned in the paper. Below each illustration, type the figure number and caption using 8-point font and center alignment.

Equations and formulae should be typed in equation editor and numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals in parentheses on the right-hand side of the page (if referred to explicitly in the text),
